Final Paper Source Notes (INSTRUCTIONS)

Your Final Paper Source Notes assignment is a work of annotated research in which you sum up four pieces of required research and discuss how you will use the sources in your Final Paper.

First, gather four of the nine required sources you must have in the Final Paper. (See the Research Specifications handout with the checklist of required sources.)

Second, annotate your research in a document set up in the basic paper format for this class. Basically, devote two paragraphs to each source: one paragraph of broad summary and one paragraph of response that critically analyzes the source in terms of how it fits into your overall argument and paper.

Last, do not forget in-text MLA citations and a Works Cited page.

Format your Final Paper Source Notes as you would any paper assignment for this class, and turn it in via Blackboard at the end of Week 14. The assignment will be graded using the following criteria:

Basic grammar and composition mechanics (sentence and paragraph structure), research (correct number and appropriate types of required sources), MLA citation (in text and on the Works Cited page), effective summaries, and strong critical thinking (demonstrated in your response paragraphs).
